The Board of Management wishes to share the following updates from our recent meeting:
· Special Needs Assistants (SNAs): There have been some changes to our SNA team this year. The Board acknowledges the vital role SNAs play in supporting children across the school and is committed to ensuring resources are used effectively to meet pupils’ needs. The Board is very concerned that the recent changes will negatively affect our current SNA provision and will therefore negatively impact the children in our school. We would urge parents to keep abreast of this issue and we hope that parents will help us should the need arise.
· Child Protection: New child protection guidelines and training are coming into place this year. The Board wishes to draw your attention to a new school closure to facilitate whole staff training on Friday November 7th. 
· DEIS Plan: We have begun Year 1 of our new 3-year DEIS plan. Priorities this year include literacy, numeracy, attendance, retention, and building stronger partnerships with parents and the wider community.
· Bí Cineálta Policy: The Board reviewed our Bí Cineálta (Anti-Bullying & Kindness) Policy in May. The school is planning a Bí Cineálta / Wellbeing Week in October to further promote kindness, inclusion, and wellbeing.
· Attendance – ANSEO Initiative: Scoil Íosagáin has been chosen as one of 60 schools nationwide to take part in Tusla’s ANSEO Attendance Initiative, which aims to improve school attendance, particularly at Tier 1 level.
· Fundraising: the school will begin an online fundraising platform (school lotto) to assist with ongoing fundraising in the school. We would really appreciate if you could support this endeavour and share it far and wide. More information will issue shortly from the fundraising team.
